The new picnic tables and benches would be constructed of metal covered
with a PVC plastic material and weould be secured to a cement slab.

This type of table and bench was installed at Umbrella Grove in FY 89
and is proving to be durable, easy to maintain and less susceptible to
vandalism than pricr wooden or cement tables. The new barbecues would
be cast iron installed on a cement foundation.

The replacement of picnic tables and benches at Roeding Park is
included in the Department's Five-Year Capital Improvement Program and
has a first-year funding priority.

As indicated, the LWCF program requires a 50 percent local match.

Based upon the estimated project cost of $90,000, the City must provide
$45,000. It is proposed that the source of the matching requirement be
designated as the General Fund or the Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG) Program, the exact source to be identified during the FY 92
budget process and appropriated accordingly.

THE ISSUE

Should the Council authorize submittal of an application for grant
funds under the Land and Water Conservation Fund Program for the
replacement of picnic tables and benches, serving tables, and barbecues
at Roeding Park?

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The proposed LWCF program grant would provide needed funds to replace
107 picnic tables and benches, five serving tables, and six barbecues
at Roeding Park. A number of the tables at the picnic groves and
scattered sites would be designed for wheelchair access.

it is recommended that the City Council approve the attached resolution
authorizing the filing of an application for LWCF assistance, designate
General Fund or CDBG program funds to provide the 50 percent local
match, and authorize the Director of Parks, Recreation and Community
Services, or his representative designee, as agent of the City for the
grant project.

FISCAL IMPACT OF RECOMMENDATION
To provide the 50 percent local match requirement for the Land and
Water Conservation Fund Program, $45,000 from the General Fund or the

Community Development Block Grant Program would be appropriated in the
FY 922 budget. -

A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FREGSNO,
CALIFORNIA, APPROVING THE APPLICATION FOR LAND AND
WATER CONSERVATION FUND PROGRAM TO REPLACE PICNIC
TABLES, BENCHES, SERVING TABLES, AND BARBECUES AT
ROEDING PARK
WHEREAS, the Congress under Public Law 8B-578 has authorized the
establishment of a Federal Land and Water Conservation Fund
Grant-In-Ald Program, providing matching funds to the State of
California and its political subdivisions for acquiring lands and
developing facilities for public outdoor recreation purposes; and
WHEREAS, the State Department of Parks and Recreation is
responsible for the administration of the program within the State,
setting up necessary rules and procedures governing application by
local agencies under the program; and
WHEREAS, said adopted procedures established by the State
Department of Parks and Recreation require the applicant to certify
by resolution the approval of applications and the availability of
local matching funds prior to submission of said applications to the
State; and
WHEREAS, the proposed Roeding Park Picnic Table/Bench
Replacement Project is consistent with the Statewide Comprehensive
Recreation Resources Plan: Califcrnia Outdoor Recreation Plan -
1988; and
WHEREAS, the project must be compatible with the land use plans
of those jurisdictions immediately surrounding the Projéct.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby:



1. Approves the filing of an application for Land and Water
Conservation Fund assistance; and

2. Certifies that said agency has matching funds from the General
Fund or the Community Development Block Grant Program and can
finance 100 percent of the project, half of which will be
reimbursed; and

3. Certifies that the project is compatible with the land use plans
of those jurisdictions immediately surrounding the project; and

4. Appoints the Director of Parks, Recreation and Community
Services Department, or his representative designee, as agent of
the City to conduct all negotiations, execute, and submit all
documenté ihcluding but not limited to applications, agreements,
amendments, billing statements, and so on which may be necessary

for the completion of the aforementioned project.
